Each year
since moving bac kto Mission we have grown year over year. Our target
for next year is 100 FTE’s with 10 international students. With preschool,
this could mean around 150 children attending VCS.

possible options to respond to our additional space requirements. VCS is

looking at all alternatives for expansion. Please pray for God's leading in
these matters and that His Will shall be revealed.

His wealth
of knowledge and experience in the areas of technology, numerical
growth, blended learning, international students, capital campaigns and
more is an excellent complement to our current administration team of Mr.

Manyof our VCS parents are still unaware that ther e is a referral
credit of one month’s tukion for everynewfamily that comesto VCS
from your referral . The growth of any organization is in the power of the
community. Referrals have always been the number one reason for new
registrations, so please encourage your family and friends to investigate
VCS and earn tuition credits along the way.

This year VCS was able to balance our operational budget with a

few
hundreds extra. This is only achieved if there are no surprise expenses
and all receivables are full y paid. This budget does not include any capital
items such as the new computers, heat pumps and other items. We hawe
been accessing our savings to pay for these items. This fall VCS will be
launching a capital campaign to address our future building needs. Our
goal is to expand without debt. How much is needed? The exact amount
is yet to be confirmed for phase one but preliminary numbers on a 12-
14,000 sq. ft. phase one building indicate around 2 million dollars and then
there is the additional cost of land and equipping the facility.

Finally, nothing can replace building Jesus’ charac terinto your
children. When everyone graduates and moves into their adult life,
(regardiess of all the Ministry of Education requirements) the one factor
that they will take wherever they go is their character. It will drive how they
make decisions, how they respond to peer pressure (both negative and
positive) and finall yit will determine if they are strong enough to stand firm
in God's Word. That's the VCS difference — we build and develop Christ-
Centered leaders, and after it is all said and done this is not something
that will just last a lifetime - but through all eternity. We thankall the VCS
parents who acknowledge these truths and invest in the lives of their chil-
dren by having them attend VCS.
